Silent Monks Project (Rev. 3/2)

Hallelujah Chorus Choreography
There are 16 Monks in Hallelujah Chorus
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Monks 1-4 are elevated above the rest of the monks and only deal with “Hal” “le” “lu” and “jah”  Tthey are all about the same height, and they need to be able to flip their cards up quickly, since the “Hallelujah” phrase is pretty quick.

Monks 5-8 need to deal with three signs (easiest to carry them all at once and then drop the bottom sign after it is used).  Monks 9-14 need to deal with two signs each.  They will also have to deal with two sides to the same sign.  Monk6 will have to hold the “of” sign both high (in line with “King” and “Kings”) and low  (in line with “Lord” and “Lords”).

Monks 15 and 16 have the “Lord” and “Lords” signs coming up from Monk5’s and Monk7’s feet.  This means that Monks 15 and 16 will take the stage with everyone else, then crouch down behind Monk 5 and Monk 7 and then stick their hands out and pick that sign up when it’s needed.

Edelweiss Choreography
Edelweiss uses 22 Monks
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Monks 1 through 3, who are elevated above Monks 11 through 13, will only deal with one 1-sided sign, as does Monk 12.  Monks 11 and 13 will deal with one 2-sided sign.   Monks 4 through 10 will deal with two signs (one 2-sided and one 1-sided).  Monks 14 through 22, who are elevated above Monks 4 through 10, will deal with one 1-sided sign.  Monk 10 will run back-and-forth between one line and the other, with the sign “forever.”   Monks 4 through 7 can now drop Sign #1, after the first time through the song, and then just go back-and-forth between Side 1 and 2 of Sign #2.

Ein Prosit Choreography
Your Ein Prosit signs will be included with your Edelweiss signs.  When Edelweiss is finished, Dick has programmed 20 seconds of silence (which presumably will be filled by applause from the audience).  During this time you can set your Edelweiss sign down and pick up your Ein Prosit sign.  Then you will hear “Hit it!” from the MP3 player.  Ein Prosit looks like this:
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Note that these are still the same Monk #s as Edelweiss, also notice that four people (Charlotte, Jim, Chien-hsin and Victor) on the back row have double-sided signs.  The first time through, we’ll sign “Ein Prosit, Ein Prosit, der Gemütlichkeit” and the second time we’ll sign “Ein Prosit, Ein Prosit, to forty years”  followed by “Eins, Zwei, Drei, G’Suffa!” from the four monks on the front row.  Anyone without a sign can sing or do whatever you wish to do.
